How to turn off Apache Error Log for certain directories and/or file types 11

Following example disables Apache 404 error logging for certain directories (dirl, dir2 and dir3) if there is
any .xml files not found.

<Directory ~ /var/www/path/to/your/directory/(dirl|dir2|dir3)> RewriteEngine
on RewriteCond %{REQUEST FILENAME} !-f RewriteRule \.xml$ — [R=404,L]
